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May 3 Los Gatos-Saratoga School Election Deadlines
Voters in the Los Gatos-Saratoga School District are starting to return ballots mailed to them April 4 for the May 3 special school district parcel tax election.  
The measure before voters is: 
“To provide stable funding for local high schools, maintain outstanding core academic programs and high quality science, math, technology and engineering courses, attract and retain highly qualified teachers, and provide programs that help students prepare for college and careers, shall Los Gatos-Saratoga Union High School District renew its expiring education parcel tax at $49 per year for eight years, with citizen oversight, an exemption for seniors, no funds for administrator’s salaries, and every dollar benefiting local high schools?”
The last day to register to vote or update your voter registration for the May 3 election is Monday, April 18. Voters can register to vote online at www.registertovote.ca.gov, or they may pick up a voter registration card at post offices, libraries, city halls, or DMV. 

Options for returning the Los Gatos-Saratoga School District ballot are:

· Mail your ballot early to be sure it is received on time. To be counted your ballot must be postmarked on or before Election Day, May 3 and received by the Elections Department by Friday, May 6. The green ballot return envelopes are postage paid. 

· Drop it off at the 24-hour drop box by 8pm on Election Day. Use the white mail box in front of the County Building.

· Return it in person before and including Election Day. You may personally drop it off at one of the locations below or you can have a relative or someone who lives with you drop it off.
