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Arguments Due for Branciforte Fire Measure on August Special Election Ballot
The Branciforte Fire Protection District has called a special all-mail ballot election to be held on August 30, 2016 to consider the following special tax measure:
Measure T: Shall the Branciforte Fire Protection District be authorized to increase the special tax within the district and use said funds to maintain financial stability at current level of services to the community? These funds will enable the District to fund the Contingency Fund for unfunded emergencies, the Building Fund and a Vehicle Replacement Fund as determined by the Board of Directors. Such increase will raise an estimated $80,000 dollars per year.

Arguments for or against the measure are due by 5pm, Friday, June 10, 2016. Arguments must be filed with the Santa Cruz County Clerk’s Office at 701 Ocean Street, Room 210, Santa Cruz, 831-454-2060, FAX: 831-454-2445. If more than one argument is filed, the County Clerk will choose one to be printed in the County Voter Information Guide in accordance with the law.
Arguments must not exceed 300 words.  In addition, arguments must be accompanied by a signed “Signature Statement” form available from the elections official or online at www.votescount.com. For complete information on how to write an argument, download the “Guide to Writing Arguments” on the Santa Cruz County Elections Department’s website.

Also, arguments must be filed in hard copy with original signatures. The Santa Cruz County Clerk also requires the arguments to be emailed in an electronic format that can be edited to info@votescount.com. 

Only one argument for and one argument against each measure will be printed in the county’s Voter’s Information Guide mailed to all registered voters on August 1.
